of witnesses, and receipt of all materials
presented to members of the Board,
except confidential and closed session
items. The Student Trustee can cast a
non-binding advisory vote in open
session. The Trustee's vote is not included
in determining the vote required to carry
any measure before the Board. The
Student Trustee may serve as a liaison to
the Student Government Assembly.
